Should we AERATE or NOT? 
Itõs difficult for us to count the number of times we have overheard or been asked by a member, òwhy are you   
aerating the greens right now, they are perfect?ó Although there are many reasons that factor into the process, I 
hope that our members will understand a bit more about AVCCõs aeration program after reading this article.     
Below are some answers to some frequently asked questions: 
 

First, aerating improves the quality of the turf grass and vigor due to enhanced movement of water and air into 

the soil. Aeration also helps correct compacted soils and removes excess thatch that can cause severe damage to a 
healthy stand of turf. 
 

If  there is nothing wrong with the green, why aerate? 
Although the surface may seem beautiful, beneath the green is commonly where the problems occur. Greens   
keepers are trained to examine our greens daily and even hourly, under extreme conditions, to recognize          
problematic conditions that can threaten our greens. Disease, thinning and shallow rooting are only a few signs 
that it may be time for aerating. 
 

Why twice a year? 
Many factors affect the outcome of this question, but generally, every successful golf course develops itõs own plan 
depending on the environment at hand. Some issues that lead to aerating are: turf grass species, foot traffic,       
frequency of mowing, environment and weather conditions. Basically, the more stress put on the plants, the more 
aeration becomes necessary. 
 

Whatõs the best time to aerate and how long does it take to recover? 
Aerating is best performed during Spring and Autumn when temperatures favor rapid plant growth and recovery 
rates, although it may be necessary at other times when the greens are extremely stressed. It is never an exact      
science estimating how long it will take greens to heal due to Mother Nature and the intensity of the aeration    
process. 
 
Many new tools and machines are used here at the Antelope Valley Country Club that help to reduce the severity 
of the aeration and healing process. We really do understand that this can be distracting to your golfing experience 
here, but trust us; it is a practice that we need to continue in the future, if truly great championship greens are     
desired. 
 
Hope this information provided the answers to the questions that you have pondered over the years. 

T 
he Fall golf course Aerification will be done during the week of August 30th through September 2nd. 
Please exhibit a lot of patience, cooperation and understanding during this process. The Fall Aerification 
helps relieve soil compaction for the upcoming fall and winter months. 

Throughout that week you will encounter temporary greens. As you near the temporary green/flagpole please take 
an automatic two putt and go on to the next hole. Please use caution around our golf maintenance staff. With the 
different pieces of equipment running sometimes it is hard for them to hear or see you. With your cooperation we 
will complete the Fall Aerification process as quickly as possible. Until then come out and enjoy the weather, the 
golf course and some great golf.
